Please read these instructions very carefully!
Preparing for the Internship System Presentation:
· You may present your findings to the class using any format that you like 
(e.g., PowerPoint, hand-outs, flip-charts, screen walk-through, etc.).
· If you decide to use slides, your entire presentation should not be more than 12 slides (or 12 flip-chart pages, etc.).  Assume that you are presenting to strategic-level management (i.e., use bullet points to summarize main ideas). 

· You will turn in your visual aids (e.g., copy of slides, copy of handouts, etc.) to your instructor the evening of your presentation.
· ALL group members MUST participate in the presentation preparation AND presentation delivery.

· Your group MUST present your findings during the scheduled class session.  A sign-up schedule will be distributed.
· You will not turn in a formal, written paper for this assignment (i.e., all pertinent information should be included in your presentation materials).
During Your Presentation:
· Address all questions & issues pertaining to each phase of the intern system project (questions and issues will be provided in outline form by your instructor).
· Explain and be prepared to demonstrate how you obtained information.
· Be prepared to give a rationale for all system recommendations.
· ALL group members MUST participate in the presentation.
