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Analyzing & Reporting Investigation Results

Objective:  

Analyze the digital “clues” contained on a portable storage device.  Write a formal report of investigation findings and provide expert witness testimony concerning the evidence found on the thumb drive.

Methodology: 

The group should follow the guidelines outlined in Chapter 14 of the course text for writing a report and presenting evidence. Each group will present a summary of its report to the class during the mock deposition.

Deliverable(s):


A formal written report is required.  The written report must have the following sections:

I. Abstract/Executive Summary

II. Body of Report

1. What systems/technologies examined?

2. What computer forensics tools were used?

3. What was observed?

III. Conclusion (including any expert opinions)

IV. References

V. Appendices

Note 1:    Sections I, II, and III of the report may NOT exceed three (3) pages.

Note 2: 
At the time of the expert witness testimony, the group may submit any other exhibits or visual aids that help explain findings or validate the methodology or credentials of the investigators.

Note 3:    Any references should conform to APA (American Psychological Association) standards for text citation and listing of references.  See your instructor for further details and examples.
