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The Deposition
Objectives:  

You will answer questions concerning your analysis and findings in a deposition-style setting.  Attorneys will be present at the deposition.  You will also develop Direct Examination and Cross Examination questions for each group (including your own group).
Methodology: 

Your group will report/present its analysis findings in front of the class.  
EVERY student will also develop two (2) question for EACH GROUP (including your own group) PRIOR to the deposition:  the questions must include a Direct Examination-type question and a Cross Examination-type question.  Each student will ask his/her questions during the in-class deposition.
Deliverable(s):


There are two (2) deliverables for the in-class deposition:

1. Turn in two (2) questions (i.e., one Direct Examination Question and one Cross Examination question) for EACH group in the class (including your group).  
Each student will have to read the other groups’ written summaries in order to formulate the questions.  Copies of summaries will be provided by the instructor.

2. Be prepared (as a group) to answer questions concerning your findings from your group’s forensic analysis.  Your group will be asked Direct and Cross Examination questions during the in-class deposition.  You may bring any handouts/visual aids that you feel will help you answer questions.
