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Analyzing Days of the Week
Business Scenario:  The CEO of Starwood Hotels wants to know if there are hotel occupancy trends based on the day of the week.  Further, he wants to pinpoint those properties that have an occupancy rate lower than 70%.  Analyze the General Ledger cube and answer the CEO’s questions.
Based on the scenario above, please complete the following steps:

1. Open General Ledger cube from Cubes
2. Replace the rows and columns of the crosstab display

a. Replace columns with All Days of the Week (i.e., click & drag the All Days of the Week folder to the columns).
b. Open the All Brands folder and replace rows with the Starwood folder (i.e., drag the Starwood folder to the rows)
3. Expand the rows to show all six hotel properties (i.e., right click in the Level Selector Area at the very top of the rows, and select Down a Level).

4. Open MEASURES, and change the measure to Occ% (i.e., drag Occ% to the upper left of the crosstab display)
5. Change the Display to show a Multiline chart
6. Choose the Split View to show both the Multiline chart and the Crosstab display.
7. Select Edit Title and enter the title “Occ% by Day of Week”
8. Is there a relationship between Day of Week and Occupancy %?

9. What Starwood Properties have an occupancy rate lower than 70%?  
Bonus: How could you display Starwood properties that have a less than average Occ%?
10. Save the display to the portal as “Occ% by Day of Week”
